Gauhati University (a NAAC A-grade institution) was established in 1948
under the Gauhati University Act, 1947, just after independence with the
support, contribution and cooperation of the common masses of the region
as an expression of the regions unique historical, intellectual and cultural
diversity. Being the oldest and the largest state university in the entire North-
Eastern part of India, the university served as the academic and cultural role
model of the region, based on which other academic institutions in North-
East India started their sojourn. Being the pioneer institute of higher
education, it extends support to all subsequent academic institutions in this
region. Since inception, Gauhati University has been devising need based,
cutting-edge, and timely education for the students in the neighbouring areas
and caters to the academic and intellectual needs of a wide spectrum of social
and economic strata. Although need and applicability keep changing with
changing times, Gauhati University is constantly trying to keep pace with time.

Executive Summary

Gauharti University (a NAAC A-grade instrution) was established in 1948 under the Gauhat University
Act, 1947 for imparting education, research and dissemination of knowledge in eastern India. The “Court’ is
the apex body that reviews broad policies and programmes of the University. During the period of 2019-
2020, two Court meetings were held. The meetings of the Executive Council and the Academic Council
were held for eleven and three tmes respectively under the chairmanship of Honb'le Vice Chancellor Prof.
Pratap |yoti Handique during the period 2019-2020.

Under the seven faculties of the Gauhati University, there are 45 teaching departments and 306 affiliated
colleges where 4118 post graduate smdents and 85961 under graduate studenrs{excluding PG Diploma,
Diploma, Certificate and other courses) are currently pursuing their studies. Altogether 180 and 348 research
scholars have joined for their M.Phil and Ph.D programmes respectively during the year of this report.
Owerall, 10 numbers of overseas students are currently pursuing their studies in various departments of the
University. At present, 8 centres are functioning within the University campus encompassing a wide area
of studies along with the teaching departments. These include Gauhati University Institute of Distance and
Open Learning (GUIDOL), Stratosphere -Troposphere (5T) Radar Centre, Gauhati University Institute of
Science & Technology (GUIST), Centre for South East Asian Studies (CSEAS), Gauhat University Instirute
of North East India Studies (GUINEIS), Centre for Brahmapurra Stdies, Centre for Language and Culmural
Studies, Centre for Performing Arts and Pre Examination Training Centre (PETC). Centralized facilities
including the Krishna Kanta Handiqui Library, Central Instruments Facility (CIT) and Sophisticated Analytical
Instrument Facility (SAIF) are enriched with necessary infrastructure and are available for students and
researchers. Some other units and activities in the University comprise the Internal Quality Assurance Cell
(IQAC), UGC-Human Resource Development Centre (UGC-HRDC), Population Research Centre (PRC),
GU Hospital, Gauhati University Day Care Centre, Institutional Ethics Commirttee (IEC), Placement Cell,
Career Counselling and Guidance Cell, University Works Department, GU Press and Green Audir respectvely.

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Stratosphere -Troposphere (ST) Radar Centre
Gauhati University

The climatic environment of the North Eastern region of India is significantly influenced by the different major
atmospheric and ocean energy systems like the West Pacific Ocean energy system, the South-West monsoon, the
North-EFast trade wind system and South Asian land mass energy system. These factors along with zonal orographic
structure have made this region a unique natural laboratory which is yet to be explored. High resolution remote sensing
data up to the stratosphere over this region will be scientifically very important for framing plans and socio-economic
programmes, mitigation of natural calamity in the context and understanding of global climatic changes. It is already
established that Radar is an excellent and indispensable experimental tool to measure different physical parameters
related to earth’s atmosphere, weather patterns, atmospheric winds, waves, turbulence, temperature, pressure etc. So,
to study the lower atmospheric dynamics over the North-Eastern region, a state of the art Stratosphere-Troposphere
(ST) Radar has been designed and installed at Gauhati University, Guwahati (26.10N, 91.70E, ~ 50 m above MSL) for
operating at frequency of 212.5 Mhz in collaboration with the Society for Applied Microwave Electronics Engineering
and Research (SAMEER), Mumbai leaded by Prof. Minakshi Devi, former Head, Department of Physics, Gauhati
University. Guwahati is considered to be the gateway to the North-FEastern region of India dominated with intriguing
dynamical and meteorological aspects such as wind structures, cloud morphology, monsoon troughs, tropospheric
temperature, boundary layer characteristics and different short and large scale variabilities associated with atmospheric
background oscillations. The ST Radar system has been sponsored by the Ministry of Electronics and information
technology (Meity), Government of India which was initiated in November, 2010 (Rs.1968.0 lacs). Government of
Assam has funded the infrastructure and site development such as antenna site preparation, approach road, laboratory,
scientist building etc. for scientists, research scholars and students coming from different parts of country and abroad.
The Gauhati University ST Radar is a very advance system with cutting edge indigenous technology in VHF band with
open configuration (Antennas, Transmit/Receive Module (T/R) Modules and Cables are placed in the open field)
where active phased array concept has been used. It is a coherent pulsed Doppler radar operating in Doppler Beam
Swinging (DBS) mode consists of 576 antenna elements arranged in a circle with square grid. Each antenna is connected
with its own T/R Module to generate high quality wind data (wind speed and its direction) with high spatial and
temporal resolution on continuous basis.

The state of the art ST-Radar system will provide a deep insight into synoptic processes and mesoscale systems with
high vertical and temporal resolutions over North-Eastern region. The forecasting and now casting of the atmospheric
phenomena in North-Eastern region will be very helpful to various sectors viz., meteorology, agriculture, civil aviation,
disaster management etc. It will be extensively utilized by the universities and research laboratories in the North-
Eastern region as well as rest of the India and will also be produced skilled manpower in the field of atmospheric
research and RF technology.
